HERITAGE ACT 1977
INTERIM HERITAGE ORDER NO. 1
Under Section 25 of the Heritage Act 1977 Hornsby Shire Council does by this order:

1. make an interim heritage order to cover the item of the environmental heritage specified or described
in Schedule “A”; and

ii. declare that the Interim Heritage Order shall apply to the curtilage or site of such item, being the land
described in Schedule “B”.

This Interim Heritage Order will lapse six months from the date that it is made unless the local Council has passed
a resolution before that date; and

(i)  inthe case of an item which, in the council’s opinion, is of local significance, the resolution seeks to
place the item on the heritage schedule of a local environmental plan with appropriate provisions for
protecting and managing the item; or

(i)  Inthe case of an item which, in the Council’s opinion, is of State heritage significance, the resolution
requests the Heritage Council to make a recommendation to the Minister for Heritage under section
32(2) of the Heritage Act to include the item on the State Heritage Register.
