Special Restrictions

Due to the risk to safe navigation and as a result of the nature of the event and number of participants,
a Regulated Area will be created on the Tomaga River during the above times within which Special
Restrictions are imposed.

The Regulated Area will comprise the full width of the Tomaga River, and will extend 200 metres
ahead and 200 metres behind competitors (as indicated by the presence of control vessels) and will
surround and move with the competitors over the length of the course. The perimeters of the
Regulated Area will also be marked by buoys.

Pursuant to Section 12(3) of the Marine Safety Act 1998, special restrictions are applicable to all
powered vessels operating in the Regulated Area:

e Maximum speed limit of 4 knots, and
e Minimal wash must be produced.
